The palace, now a focal point for the British people for both national celebrations and mourning, had
Queen Victoria as its first resident.
Located in Westminster, this grand palace has 775 rooms, and one of the largest private gardens in the
world. Tourists are welcome to visit some state rooms, which are normally used for official meetings, in August

and September.
Tower Bridge

Standing tall over the Thames River, Tower Bridge is one of the iconic symbols of London. \A/hil“e
the bridge is freely accessible to both pedestrians and vehicles, there is an admission charge to
enter its twin towers. Currently blue and white, the bridge had previously been painted red,

white and blue for Queen Elizabeth IL's Silver Jubilee, that is, the 25th anniversary of her
accession to the throne. To allow large ships to pass, the bridge is raised around three times a

British Museum

British Museum's permanent collection, which counts as many as 8 million art pieces and artifacts, will overwhelm
you. The collection originates from all continents, and it illustrates the story of human civilization, history and
culture from the very beginning.

This museum hosts more than 6 million tourists each year. This is where you can see Elgin Marbles, taken from
the ancient Greek temple of Parthenon in Athens, and Rosetta Stone, one of oldest writings of Ancient
Egyp’rian literature, carved on a stone.

Like with all other public museums in London, the entrance to the British Museum is free.
